Pronunciation of Consonants

Most Old English consonants are pronounced the same as their Modern English
counterparts: most, but not all. This exercise treats two groups:

1. the variant pronunciations of <g> and <c>; and

2. the voiced/unvoiced options for <s>, <f>, and <p/d>.
When a <c> or <g> is followed by an <i> or <e>, the consonant is palatalized; that
is, the <c> is pronounced as [¢] and the <g> is pronounced as [y]. There are
exceptions to this pattern, but it’s a reliable rule of thumb. Print out this page,
study the following charts, then transcribe the words below.
